The parties of this partnership agreement are:

a. University of Petra (UOP), Amman, Jordan.
b. University of Jordan, (UJ), Amman, Jordan.

UOP will invite a professor in Dental Medicine, from U] to participate as a U]
standing member in the steering committee of establishing the College of
Dental Medicine and later in the Faculty Council of the Dental Medicine of
UOP through mutual understanding to bring partnership in the governance of
the College of Dental Medicine at UOP.

While this agreement represents the good faith intentions of the parties, it is
not intended to be legally binding and no legal obligations or legal rights shall
arise between the parties from this agreement.

UOP & UJ will develop gradually an academic cooperation in teaching and
research to promote international excellence of Dental higher education.

Cooperation may also include collaboration visits and exchanges for staff and
students, to operate for the benefit of both institutions. Proposals for
collaborative academic activities will be defined in separate protocols that will
recognise the relevant policies of each organisation, and shall depend on the
availability of rescores.

UOP will seek participation of U] Dental staff for peer review and external
examiners along with the Dental Staff of the Jordan University of Science and
Technology JUST and The Queen's University Belfast QUB.
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UOP and UJ will share information with each other to help promote mutual

understanding, and will share information on holding Dental conferences for
participation from either party, and each will respect the confidentiality and
intellectual ownership of this information.

8.  UOP and UJ will seek to promote co-operation to mutual benefits, and each will
be responsible for his own cost associated with this agreement.

9. UOP and UJ will respect the name and reputation of each other, and will
consult with each other regarding any publicity or external reference to this
agreement.

10. This agreement starts at the date of the first signatures of both parties and
renewable annually unless one party wishes not to extend it, with a notice of
three months.
