• Learning and teaching tools, methodologies and pedagogical approaches including learning outcomes and ICT-based practices (inter alia, flexible learning 

paths, blended courses, virtual and real mobility, practical placements etc.)

• Multidisciplinarity / Interdisciplinarity
